→PhD position for the Sustainable Field Crop Progam
Institute of Agrifood Research and Technology, Catalonia, Spain

We invite applications from ambitious candidates with relevant research experience and
passion to conduct research and innovation activities on the RICESCAPE project “Landscape
influence on biodiversity conservation, ecosystem services and rice production in the Ebro
Delta”. This thesis project aims at assessing the role of landscape complexity on i) the
conservation of aquatic biodiversity, ii) the provisioning of key regulatory ecosystem services
such as biological pest control and nutrient cycling and iii) the crop performance in rice
agrosystems. We will combine a landscape-scale field experiment representing a gradient of
landscape complexity, with classical and molecular biodiversity sampling tools (eDNA) to
characterize the structure and composition of macroinvertebrate, amphibian and bird
communities. We will then perform several experiments at the field scale to experimentally
relate biodiversity patterns with organic matter decomposition rates (litter bag
experiments), pest control provisioning (pest sentinel cards), and rice yield.
